ORDER:

In the letter first read above, the Joint Commissioner(P), Ministry of
Agriculture and Farmers Welfare, Department of Animal Husbandry,
Dairying and Fisheries, Government of India has stated that as per
recommendations of the Expert Committee constituted in AHD&F
Department for the breeding program of pigs in the Country, the National
Guidelines for formulation of State Pig Breeding was prepared and
communicated. Further Clause No.4(vii) of the guidelines states that
“State Pig Breeding Policy will be mandatory for importing States before
submission of any proposal for import of exotic breeds of pigs.”

2. In the Government letter reference second read above, the
DA&VS was requested to take necessary action.

3. In the letter dated 07.09.2021, the Director of Animal
Husbandry and Veterinary Services has stated that in order to evolve a
comprehensive breeding policy for pigs in Tamil Nadu, a technical
committee was constituted based on the National Guidelines for
Formulation of State Breeding Policy with the following members.

1. Additional Director (Farms)
2. Joint Director (MC)

4. The Director of Animal Husbandry and Veterinary Services has
send the proposal, and sent the final draft State Pig Breeding Policy vide
letter dated 29.03.2022.

5. The Government after careful examination of the proposal of
Director of Animal Husbandry and Veterinary Services at para 4 above
decided to approve the “State Pig Breeding Policy 2024" as annexed
to this order.

G The Director of Animal Husbandry and Veterinary Services is
requested to notify the “State Pig Breeding Policy” in the Tamil Nadu
State Government Gazette (Extraordinary) and to upload the same in the
public domain.

Tamil Nadu State Pig Breeding Policy 2024

Pig farming is a promising source of meat production in india with its inherent
characteristics of higher fecundity, faster growth rate and better feed conversion ability,
when compared fo other livestock enterprises. Provision of nutritional security to the
growing population of our country is the need of the hour which can only be met through
miegrated approach in livestock farming. This warrants utilization of the untapped
potential possessed by the swine husbandry, Pig rearing, patrticularly, in Tamil Nadu is
carried out under diverse social, climatic and environmental conditions. Hence, a
well-defined "Pig Breeding Policy” is essential to provide the much-needed fillip to pig
rearing to ensure nutritional security. State Pig Breeding Policy 2024 Tamil Nadu

envisages the following objectives:

Objectives: 1. To improve the genetic potential of non-descript pig population
(i.e. genetic improvement through selective breeding).

2. To conserve/maintain nucleus herds of elite indigenous pig germplasm.

3. To adopt crossbreeding as a means to improve the non-descript pigs and to
gradually replace the non-descript animals with crossbred germplasm with desired
level of exotic inheritance.

4. To encourage maintenance of crossbred animals ai farmers’ holdings under
scientific management, with low-cost, location-specific feed formulation.

9. To expand and sirengthen the breeding infrastructure and support mechanism to
propagate elite germplasm eventually through Artificial insemination (Al).

() Breeding Policy
(A} Recognition and conservation of indigenous germplasm: (1) Breed
registration: Necessary steps will be taken by Tamil Nadu Veterinary and Animal
Sciences University for registration of indigenous pig germplasm in collaboration with
Indian Councit of Agricultural Research - National Research Centre on pigs and
Indian Council of Agricultural Research - National Bureau of Animal Genetic

Resources, Karnal.
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(2) Nucleus breeding farm for such type of indigenous registered germplasm will be
established by Tamil Nadu Veterinary and Animal Sciences University separately.
(3) Pigs with superior genetic potential will be collected from the field and State/
Central Government farms to the nucleus herd.
(4) Pedigreed animals will be given only to interested farmers in order to propagate
native germplasm in farmers’ holdings.
‘ (5) No crossbreeding should be encouraged in the herds maintaining the priced
animals.
(B) Breeding with exotic germplasm: (1) Import of exotic germplasm such as Large

White Yorkshire, Duroc and  Landrace from reputed sources after following
stringent bio-security measures.

(2) Preference will be given for import of live pigs.

(3) Import of frozen semen will also be eventually considered once the necessary
infrastructure and capacity building is in place.

(4) Tamil Nadu Veterinary and Animal Sciences University will pioneer the efforts o
develop breed-specific nucleus herds of imported germplasm for subsequent use
in crossbreeding programme.

(C) Crosshreeding: Crossbreeding the non-descript stocks with Large White Yorkshire

pigs; and production of triple cross (Large White Yorkshire x Landrace x Duroc) with

Duroc as terminal sire will be the breeding plan.

Il) Breeding Plan

(A) Nucleus farm: (1) Nucleus farm will be established with pure exotic breeds,

superior crossbreeds and pure indigenous breed.

(2) Crossbred animals of desired level of exotic inheritance will be maintained through
inter se mating. In case of nucleus herd of purebreeds, mixing/crossing of
germplasm must be restricted.

(3) Minimum of 30 breedabie sow units will be maintained with a sex ratio of 1:3 and
thus 10 sires (2 sires from each 5 unrelated sire lines) will have to be procured by
each of the unit.

(4) Selection of male animals should be based on weaning weight (best 33%) and 9
month body weight (best 5%), based on three stage sequential selection. Selection

of female animals should be based on dam’s litter size at birth (>7) and weaning
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weight (best 25%) and number of functional teats (at least 6 pairs
of functional teats). However, these can be changed as per performance of local
crossbred animals.

(5) Centralized data recording system has to be initiated. Generation-wise genetic
evaluation will be carried out to estimate genetic gain. The genetic parameters and
genetic trend will be estimated.

(6) Inbreeding must be avoided. Replacement of boars must be done at regutar
intervals of two years of productive herd life. Sire exchange programme among the
farms will also be helpful to reduce the effect of inbreeding. Culled males (at 9

months of age) should be slaughtered.

(7) Minimum of three number of farrowings per sow will have to be recorded.

(8) Weightage must be given to traits such as litter size birth weight and weight at
weaning.

(9) Besides routine productive, reproductive, adaptive and carcass traits, lifetime

production traits will also be recorded.

(B) Multiplier and Farmers' Herd: (1) These herds will adopt inter se mating
among the crossbred animals, with the desired exotic inheritance (either 50 or 75 per
cent).
{2) No indiscriminate crossing will be allowed at farmers will.
fll) Mating System: Breeding / propagation activity with Artificial Insemination (A1) will
also be eventually attempted. The State Level Multiplier Farm will have a training
center for the progressive farmers including modest facility/ laboratory for semen
collection, evaluation and preservation.
The selection of boars in breeding programme will be based on the following
poinis:
(a) Boars with pedigree details and quality certificate issued by the registered
veterinary practitioner (competent authority) will alone be used in the breeding

programme.

(b) Boars used for Al programme wili be screened for semen quality once in three

months.

(c) Semen should be collected, only twice a week per boar.
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(d) The earliest age for boars used for Al must be eight months for indiéenous boars
and 10 months for exotic boars.

(e) Boars above 36 months of age should not be used for breeding purpose.

(f)y The reports on the quality of these boars shall be annually sent to Department of
Animal Husbandry, Dairying and Fisheries (DADF) for evaluation.

(g) Boars must be periodically vaccinated against swine fever, pasteurellosis, Foot

and Mouth Disease (FMD) and other diseases, as regulated.

IV) Culling: Unproductive animals and animals with specific genetic disorders should
be eliminated along with its family from the breeding programme.

V) Traceability and Disease control: A systematic process of identification of animals
using 12 digit UID ear tags prescribed by Government of India will be adopted.
Animal to be registered on ‘Information Network for Animal Productivity and
Heaith” (INAPH) and data regarding animal vaccination breeding etc., will be
uploaded on INAPH for traceability purpose, to keep track on individual animal.
Stringent Disease control measures should be followed. In endemic areas,
periodical vaccination against specific diseases should be done. Periodical

vaccination against contagious and infectious diseases to be carried out.

VI) Capacity building: (1) Training of farm managers/ large scale entrepreneurs on
breeding management.
(2) Regular / refresher training for  technical personnel, para - vets and
livestock service provider.
(3) Training on semen collection and Al to farmers/ service provider.
VIl) infrastructure Building: (1) Provision may be kept for import/ purchase of
advanced machinery for feeding and watering.
(2) Development/provision of infrastructure at farmers’ field for climate resilient
housing for pigs.
(3) Establishment of a bacon factory in the State would reduce the transportation

cost by rail and boost piggery in the State.
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(4) Value addition of pork and pork-products should be promoted for better
profitability of the farmers.

(6) Cooperative based market chain should be developed.

(6) Specific quarantine facilities for imported animals will be developed, wherein
and wherever needed, by the Director of Animal Husbandry and Veterinary

Services.

VIIl) Subsidies and other financial support: (1) Easy bank credit facility
(2) One time subsidy for small holders purchasing breeding boars
(3} Annual subsidies for using Al services
(4) One time subsidy for Al service providers
(5) One time subsidy for waste management system
(6) Price subsidies for indigenous pork producers
(7) Subsidies for infrastructure development
(8) Subsidies for the import of GP and PS stocks

(9) Tax holiday for specific period for large scale commercial pig farms

IX) Revisiting the policy: Implementation of pig breeding policy will not only target
socio-economically weak communities including women folk in terms of their
sustainable livelihood security but also address the issues of pig production system
under changing climatic scenario by improved production and productivity. It is also
expected to mitigate the current demand supply gap and open avenues for

development of entrepreneurship and export of pork and pork products.

As the pig rearing system is dynamic and pig population structure is expected to
change over a period of time, the present breeding policy requires to be reviewed after

a minimum period of five years.
